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Fees should be paid within 30 days of the invoice date. If payment is not paid a reminder will be sent to the parent/guardian/carer and should be paid within 14 days. Failure to pay within the 14-day period will incur a £20.00 late payment fine. Parents will also be asked to withdraw their child until the outstanding fee is paid. Any child who is receiving funding will be able to remain at Ash Explorers for their funded hours only. 
After six-week period from the commencement of the term, proceedings through the small claims court will be instigated. 
Changes to sessions
All sessions are booked on a termly basis, any changes would be required in writing 6 weeks before the term ends, to commence the following term. 
Autum term 1st September – 31st December
Spring term 1st January – 31st March
Summer term 1st April – 31st July
Additional hours will be accommodated depending on availability of places. Any one-off additional sessions will be charged individually. Once the session has been confirmed by Ash Explorers, charges will apply regardless as to whether the child attends or not. 
Termination of contract
Ash Explorers reserves the right to terminate the contract without notice in the event of unsuitable behaviour from parents/guardians/carers/family members or non-payment of fees following the non-payment procedure, and at all other times, one months’ notice in writing will be given.

To claim this funding, the office would require a copy of the child’s birth certificate on starting. If we fail to receive a copy, the setting cannot access the funding, and you will be invoiced for any sessions your child is due to attend. 
We would also require the national insurance number of the parent/guardian/carer claiming and the working family code or entitlement letter. 
Please note if you go over the maximum hours entitled, you will be invoiced at our current rate. 
Invoices and Payments
Payment of fees should be made within 30 days of issue. 
Ash Explorers is open in term-time only. It is closed on bank holidays and INSET days. No charges apply for these days. 
Fees will still need to be paid if a holiday is taken within term time.
If Ash Explorers are open and your child is unable to attend for any reason, full charges still apply. 
If for any reason Ash Explorers is closed due to unforeseen or exceptional circumstances, no fee will be charged. 
A late collection fee of £5.00 per 15 minutes is levied. 
If your child does not attend due to sickness, full charges still apply.
If Ash Explorers is required to use a spare nappy for your child, a 50p charge per nappy will be applied.
To cancel a place at Ash Explorers a half a terms notice must be given in writing. Payment must be paid for this period.
